CLUB GOOD GOLF ETIQUETTE

PLEASE FOLLOW THESE OPTIONS TO SPEED UP PLAY

1. Driver of cart, drop off 2nd player at his ball with correct clubs and proceed to your own ball for your preparation to hit your shot. If both players are close together, please park between players so both players can go to their ball and make preparations to proceed with their shot.  

2. When you walk off the green with clubs in your hand, do not place them in your golf bag, keep clubs in your hand and drive to the next tee box, as you’ll have to go into your bag to pick out another club.  

3. If one golfer is in the rough on the left side of fairway and another golfer is on the extreme right side of the same fairway rough, any one golfer can play their own shot without disturbing the golfer on either left or right side of the same fairway rough, if green is clear for hitting. 

4. A player should call out their score as soon as making their final putt and retrieving their ball from hole, all players are close together and players recording scores can hear everyone state what they shot on that hole. Taking score card and pencil to green by those recording scores would be very beneficial to all players concerned for proper recording of correct scores.

5. After teeing off, don’t drive your cart past the shortest driver of the golf ball, give him a chance to again hit his ball without having to see playing partners moving  in front of him before his turn to hit.
6. Do not drive cart when any of your playing partners is just about ready to hit his shot so as not to disturb him.

7. If three players are already on the green and one player is in the sand trap or short of the green, please do not go up and mark your balls unless the player about to hit makes a request to one of the players to mark that ball only. This helps eliminate movement of players while others are trying to hit their shot.
8. Don’t move or talk while a golfer is playing his shot. Don’t move around the green, when player is addressing his chip or pitch shot.
9. If player is getting ready to putt his ball while on the green and you are in his line of vision, do not move as he can still see you while lining up and putting his ball. 

10. Prepare yourself discreetly while the other golfers are playing in order to be ready when your turn comes. 

11. Don’t look for your ball for more than 5 minutes, or you will receive a penalty. 
12. Repair all divots, smooth sand traps, repair all ball marks on green. 

13. Do not disturb other players with your shadow or movement. 

14. The player whose ball is the farthest from the cup always plays first, regardless if player is not on the green.     
NOTE: Due to constant complaints and our golf handicap indexes being so close within our flights, it will be mandatory that all members adhere to these etiquette rules more carefully. Constant violations of these golf club etiquettes may be deemed necessary to assess a one stroke penalty for these infractions.  It will be up to the foursome playing together to monitor these infractions and bring it up to the computations committee to make a ruling.
